Thursday, April 8th, 2010, at 4:00 p.m. at the Whistler Conference Centre.  Additional meetings will be held at the 
Telus Whistler Conference Centre on Friday, April 09th at 6:00 and Saturday, April 10

th
 at 5:00.  Since this is a combined 

International/National race, the draw procedure is somewhat unusual. Draw Rules are as follows: 

Draw Rules 

1. Each Nation lists their racers in the order in which they wish to have them start for each discipline. 
2. Each Nation can enter a racer in each draw until all racers who are part of the official international delegations 

have been drawn. (First Draw) 
3. Team Canada 2 and 3 are listed in the order they are to run.   Once assigned to a team, athletes may be moved 

to another team only with the permission of the Race Administrator. 
4. The computer will draw the athletes from Team Canada 2 and USA Team 2 alternately by seed.  (Second Draw) 
5. Team Canada 3 and USA Team 3 will then be drawn alternately by seed.  (Third Draw) 
6. International over-Quota will be drawn next (including USA Team 4).  (Fourth Draw) 
7. Provincial representatives will then be drawn alternately by seed.  (Fifth Draw) 
8. Remaining BC Quota athletes will be drawn next, by seeding order as submitted by B.C. Alpine (seeding same for 

all disciplines)  
9. WMSC racers, not included above, will run last by seeding order as submitted by WMSC head coaches.  (seeding 

same for all disciplines)
